Fire Situation: 
 
 

Good news for hunters, campers and fisherman!   Although fires 
remain in the area, the Incident Commander of the West Complex 
has recommended that the current area restriction be rescinded Au-
gust 30, 2010 at 08:00. Details are available on Page 8.  As fire 
suppression crews continue to utilize these roads, please obey 
posted speed limits.  
 

The Incident Management Team that has managed the fires of the 
West Complex over the past two weeks is leaving tomorrow for 
their days of rest, as are other fire crews.  There will be a new, lo-
cal team becoming familiar with the fires tomorrow and taking over 
command on Tuesday morning.  As well, fresh fire crews will be ar-
riving to take over for their tired counterparts. 
 

R20165 (Poplar Lake/Duck Lake): 

The size of the Poplar Lake fire is stable at an estimated 5400 hec-
tares with no fire growth today.  Occasional candling may be ob-
served but the fire is showing smoke rather than fire.  It is still con-

sidered 95 per cent guarded.  

As crews and equipment continue to work the west, south, and east 
flanks of the fire, danger trees assessors and fallers are working to 
identify trees that may have had their roots compromised by the 
fire.  These trees can fall at anytime and more than one crew per-
son has been seriously injured by these trees.  As the assessors iden-
tify the trees, specially trained fallers fell the trees so they are no 

longer a danger to anyone working or recreating in the area.

Fires of Note:  

R20242 (Owen/Parrot Lake): 

The size of the Parrot Lake fire holds steady at an estimated 2000 
hectares. Today crews continued fire suppression activities on the 

west and southeast flanks.  

R20148 (Crystal Creek): 

This Modified Response fire remains at an estimated 1500 hectares 
in size and is 70 per cent contained on the area being actioned. 
Crews and equipment continued work on hotspots in the southeast 
and north flanks of the fire today.  Heavy equipment on this fire 

will be released tomorrow.
